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Several months ago, I reconnected on Facebook with a college classmate whom 

I havenôt seen for many years.  It is a great joy to find out what people have been 
doing for the past thirty (or so) years, to discover how we have all grown and 
changed.  I was quite surprised to find that Nancy was swimming regularly, be-
cause I remember her from a swimming class I was teaching during our freshman 
year.  She was not fond of swimming, and absolutely terrified when the water 
depth was over her head.  Because passing a swimming test was a requirement 
for graduation from Ohio Wesleyan in those days, she worked very hard to over-
come her fear ï at least enough to graduate.  To hear that she took a class in div-

ing, and now swims 1/3 of a mile at a time is truly amazing, because fear of water is a difficult 
phobia to overcome. 

 Although all but a very small percentage of people float naturally, due to the buoyancy of 
water, no one can float until we believe we can.  Those who believe they will sink, do.  They 
tighten their bodies and tense their muscles and fight the water rather than relaxing into it.  When 
we believe the water will hold us up, we relax and our bodies pop right to the surface.  [We donôt 
always float ñface up,ò however, so itôs still essential to learn the proper use of life preservers and 
other safety devices.]   

 Floating provides a good metaphor for the life of faith, it seems to me.  Faith is a gift from 
God, not something we do for ourselves.  We donôt have to understand it in order to benefit from 
it, any more than we have to understand the theory of buoyancy before we can float.  As soon as 
we allow God to work in us, stop tensing up and tightening ourselves to resist, God does amaz-
ing things in us and through us.  When we relax into God, trusting that we will be held safely and 
securely, we are kept safe.  When John Wesley questioned whether or not he had faith, he was 
advised, ñAct as if you have faith until you receive it.ò  In other words, lean back, relax and rest in 
God, and soon you will discover you are floating in faith. 

 The largest portion of the Christian year is ordinary time, from the day of Pentecost until 
the first Sunday of Advent.  Formerly referred to as ñKingdomtide,ò the lectionary readings focus 
upon Jesusô life and ministry and our call to discipleship and growth in faith.   The liturgical color 
for ordinary time is green, signifying growth.  These are the days when we ñact as if we have 
faith,ò and hopefully discover that faith and a deeper relationship with God has grown in us.  
These are our days in Galilee, where, as Trevor Hudson noted, ñbecause Galilee forms us and 
shapes us in Christôs image.  To go to Galilee shows a ñwillingness to be drawn into a deeper en-
gagement with people, particularly people who suffer.ò  In Galilee, ñour eyes our opened, our ears 
are opened, and our hearts are broken open, and the Jesus of history comes to us.ò   

 So, during these days of ordinary time, letôs relax, lean back into the tender embrace of 
our God, trusting that we will be held safe and secure, and discover what God will do in and 
through us to bring us growth in faith, and to bring the kingdom of heaven to earth.
