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A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR

Earlier this month, | attended the North Central Jurisdiction Ur-

ban/Town and Country Network training event in East St. Louis,
lllinois. We worshiped, learned and heard stories of ministries that
are transforming lives and communities. One afternoon, we
toured the area to see the facilities of the Lessie Bates Davis
Community Neighborhood. In existence for over 100 years, the
community operates a food pantry, child care center, youth pro-
grams, job training, parent education, builds affordable homes for
selected families, and many other opportunities for people in the
area. As we drove through the area, | was struck by how much
East St. Louis resembles Dayton. We saw abandoned factories,
boarded up retail stores, vacant homes, empty lots, sub-standard
apartment buildings, and churches that are no longer used for

worship. But we also saw signs of hope: new schools, churches,
often non-denominational and quite small, and the commitment of the staff and volunteers
who serve at Lessie Bates.

Out of Vote Dayton, an organization which began to operate in our community in
2006, thirty-some faith communities and other organizations are creating a new commu-
nity organizing effort. The Dayton effort is affiliated with the Industrial Areas Foundation,
founded by Saul Alinsky in 1939 in Chicago, lllinois. Over the course of the next three
months, house meetings of 8-15 persons will be held to listen to the concerns of our com-

muni ty, as we ponder the question, Al f G

and in September, elected leaders and candidates for office will be invited to partner with
the Dayton community to take action that will bring hope to our area.
