In his poem, ñLocksley Hall,ò Alfred Lord Tennyson wrote "In the Spring a young 
man's fancy lightly turns to thoughts of love."  With apologies to Tennyson, ñIn 
June, United Methodists turn to thoughts of annual conference.ò  For those who 
are not United Methodist, this is a strange state of mind and an odd way to spend 
oneôs time.  And to paraphrase yet another Victorian writer, Charles Dickens, ñIt is 
the best of times, it is the worst of times.ò  John Wesley, our father in the faith, as-
sures us that Christian conference is a means of grace, whereby we receive

 Conference is a time and place apart from the rest of life.  Someone is sure to ask, ñHow 
is it with your soul?ò and genuinely want an honest reply.  We share joys and tears, honors and 
disappointments, fears and assurance in conversations on the dock, walking along the lake-
shore, on porches and corners, while eating ice cream or fresh donuts or sipping coffee.  We will 
get up earlier than we do at home, and stay out later than our bedtimes, enjoying the companion-
ship and conversations.   

 Throughout the week, we will hear reports, celebrate ministries, conduct business and 
commission and ordain probationers, elders and deacons.  Some will be packing for a move, oth-
ers will be entering retirement, and others will be grateful (or frustrated) that their appointment 
remains the same.  And we will sing and pray and be inspired by preaching.  We may be hot from 
the weather, or find our hearts ñstrangely warmedò by the Spirit.  We may be drenched by a sum-
mer storm, or freshened by the waters of baptismal remembrance.  And when conference con-
cludes, we may say ñThank God thatôs overò or ñThank God I came.ò  Actually, weôll probably find 
both are correct.

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DAYTON INTERNATIONAL PEACE MUSEUM 

The Dayton International Peace Museum provides educational exhibits and events that fos-

ter a culture of peace.  Located at 208 West Monument Avenue in the historic Pollack House, 
the three-story building and large annex houses offices, exhibits, a Museum store/ gift shop, 
library, childrenôs room, Dayton area room, WiFi room, and a meeting place for 80 people.  
The Museum is open to the public five days a week.   

Faith communities have an important role to help raise the level of awareness about issues 
of peace.  Worshipping communities all have firm commitments to peace.  In the light of its 
historical teachings and its commitment to peace, the United Methodist Church ñencourages 
local churches and members to take actions that make for peace and to act in concert with 

other peoples and groups of goodwill toward the achievement of a peaceful worldò (1960 General Conference).  We 
wish to explore and apply ways of resolving domestic and international differences that affirm human fulfillment rather 
than exploitation and violence.  The General Conference called us to ñaffirm and employ methods that build confi-
dence and trust between peoples and countries, including training in multicultural understanding and appreciation of 
differences, rejecting all promotion of hatred and mistrust.ò 

The Dayton International Peace Museum recently invited local faith communities to support its mission to provide 
space where peaceful, non-violent methods can be exhibited and taught.  The Museum wants to join in partnership 
with faith communities to celebrate peace.  The Museum has created a special membership for faith traditions.  It wel-
comes Fairview Church to the ñFaith Communities for Peaceò at the Peace Seekers membership level.  Special mem-
bership benefits include a speakerôs bureau, recognition of membership in special exhibit at museum, contact person 
at Museum for assistance, special programs for children, tours for peace, and annual peace event at Museum for 
membership.   

Images of war and violence can be found everywhere.  The Peace Museum, on the other hand, provides alternative 
images of peace.  During this time of pervasive violence, it fills a tremendous need in our society and furthers the de-
velopment of Dayton as a City of Peace.   

Weôve had quite a busy time these past couple of months, filling the food needs of some of our 

community.  During the months of March and April, we provided food for a total of 117 households.  

This represents 318 hungry people, many of whom are children. 

Thanks to the generous gifts from our Fairview congregation, we are able to continue to provide for 

our struggling neighborhood.  Donations of all kinds are always welcomed.  If you are grocery 

shopping for your own family and see a bargain, please consider buying a little extra and dropping 

it off at the box provided at the east hallway of our church, near the fellowship hall.  We particularly 

continue to deplete our supply of macaroni and cheese, canned fruits, canned meats, toilet paper, 

face soap, to mention just a few.  

Monetary donations, of course, are also welcomed.  With your generous contributions, we are able to select nourish-

ing food from The Food Bank, each month in quantities much greater than we can buy from retail stores.  We have a 

team of volunteers who go monthly to replenish our supplies in whatever the Food Bank has to offer.  Sometimes we 

hit the ñjackpotò and receive excellent choice meats, other times; it may be chicken or pork.  It varies from month to 

month. 

For all of you, who continually provide us with donations, we say a special ñthank you.ò  Seeing the smiling faces of 

the recipients of our food pantry is truly a blessing!
